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The third generation of democracy is emerging in the international legal order. The first generation of democracy has been insisted on as the one purported to realize the equality among the states. It should be noted that it emerged with the establishment of the League of Nations and the United Nations. These organizations are regarded as a kind of community which must be based on the democracy. At the same time, the traditional principle of the equality among states is strengthened by the outlawry of war. Democracy cannot function in an anarchical society.

Contrary to the first one, the second generation of democracy means the international protection of the domestic democracy. It has three features. First, in the name of the democratization of the independent states, the international election monitoring was exercised in a lot of countries in the 1990s. Second, the human rights such as the right to political participation, the right to freedom of expression and the right of peaceful assembly were recognized as the elements of the right to democratic governance. Third, international organizations including NGOs came to play an important role for the realization of democratization.

However, the progress of second generation of democracy has posed problems in implementing the democratization of states. The first issue is whether the coercive measures for the realization of the democratization are permitted or not. The second issue is whether the non-state actors have the legitimacy to take part in the democratization or not.

With regard to the first issue, the use of force for the recovery of the legitimate government is only justified when the situation of serious humanitarian crisis exists. The democratization as a conditionality of economic assistance to developing countries brings the international legal order into the asymmetrical structure. It means a contradiction with the first generation of democracy. Therefore, it is important to recognize that the democratization should be implemented by peaceful measures.

Regarding the second issue, the accountability mechanism such as the World Bank Inspection Panel is necessary to make legitimate the activities of assistance donors like international organizations. It will be useful to avoid the paradox of democratization by non-democratic actors.
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
